“A” Roller

W Handheld:
Follow the image, like the digital microscope direction shown.
Suggest holding the main unit with thumb and first finger,
the first finger will allow the focusing and magnification adjustment.

B Adjust Focusing and Managnification:

Rotate the “A” Roller to adjust the focus and magnification;

The magnification will be shown in the scale shown.

%When the object is located at the top of the front cap, there are two
focus positions (230x and 50x), the magnification scale can be found
with the rotating or roller knob.
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M Illumination Adjustment:

Adjust the illumination as shown.
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W Handheld:

To press the Snapshot button, the instantaneous image on
preview screen will be recorded into the working directory.

B Station on th Tripod:

1. Make adapter clip into the microscope.
2. Screw the tripod into the hole of adapter
(The height is adjustable by three different holes)

% Always unplug the microscope power by cleaning

% Never wipe optical lens with cloth or paper towels.
