The Fluke-700HTH-1 Hydraulic Test Hose is designed to
work with the Fluke-700HTP-1 Hydraulic Test Pump. It is
self-sealing, with an easy, finger-tight connection, and low
volumetric expansion. The hose has the following
specifications:

e Minimum bend radius: 60 mm /2.36 in.

1. Connect hose fitting to the test pressure port of the
700HTP-1 pump.

Connect other hose fitting to item under test.

Ensure hose connections are fully screwed down
before applying pressure.

Only use mineral-based hydraulic oil or distilled water.

5. Do not attempt to use hose if there are any signs of
damage to the outer covering, i.e., cuts, kinks, etc.

6. Do not bend hose more than the minimum bend radius
of 60 mm (2.36 inches).

7. Do not attempt to connect or disconnect the hose while
under pressures greater than 200 bar/3000 psi.
