 This applicator is for automatic wire processor use only. 

 This applicator does not include a cutting insert. 

 Installing a cutting insert will cause jamming in this applicator. 

 Lubrication must be used to prevent terminals from sticking in the 

conductor punch. Use 63801-7240 oiler or equivalent. 

 

Specification Notes 

 

 It is very important that the brush length is consistently within specification for this sealed 

connector system to work properly. 

 This applicator should only be run in a properly set up wire processor to consistently achieve 

the brush length. 

 

General Notes 

 

1. Molex recommends that an extra perishable tooling kit be maintained at your facility. 

2. Verify tooling alignment by hand cycling the press and applicator before crimping under 

power. Check that all screws are tight. 

3. Slugs, terminals, dirt and oil should be kept clear of the work area. 

4. Wear safety glasses at all times. 

5. For recommended maintenance, refer to the FA2 manual (TM-638080200). 

6. Molex recommends crimping standard copper wire only.

CAUTION: This applicator must be installed in a press with a standard shut height of 135.80mm (5.346”). 

Tooling damage could result at a lower setting.
