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1. INTRODUCTION

AMP Extraction Tool 844134-1, shown in Figure 1, is
designed 1o remove AMP Commercial .062 Socket
Contacts (Strip Form) from the housings designed for
those contacts. The socket contacts are listed by part
number in Figure 1. Read these instructions thoroughly
before aftempting tc remove any contacts from
the housings. To remove any Commercial .062 Pin
Contacts {Strip Form), by Extraction Tool 455822-2,
see Instruction Sheet (IS) 9570.

NOTE ,_cw dimensions on this sheet are in
inches.

2. DESCRIPTION

The tool consists of a metal tip and a plastic handle. The
tip is inserted inte the mating face of the housing, de-
prassing the locking lances of the crimped contact. This
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action allows the contact to be extracted from the wire—
entry face of the housing.

3. SOCKET CONTACT EXTRACTION
PROCEDURE

The steps which follow are recommendad to extract a
crimped .062 socket contact from a housing. Proceed
as follows:

1. Orient the plug housing as shown in Figure 2.
2. Push socket forward in cavity as far as it will
go.

NOTE if difficulty is encountered, AMP
insertion Tool 91002-1 may be used
to assist in pushing the socket
forward.

3. Insert too!l tip into socket contact cavity so
that tip depresses the locking lances of the con-
tact.

4. Remove contact by grasping the wire and
pulling contact cut the wire-entry face.

4, TOOL MAINTENANCE

Ta ensure proper operation, the tool should conform to
the dimensions provided in Figure 3. It is recommended
that thse tocl be inspected immediately on its arrival and
at regularly scheduled intervals, The 100l is not repair-
able and should be replaced when worn or damaged.

It is recommended that the tool be stored in a clean, dry
place and cleaned with a soft, lint-free cloth.
