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1. Harness Assembly Operation
1.1 Insertion of Crimped Contacts into Housing:

Before to insert contacts into housing, be sure to
confirm their correct placing in housing cavities.
Seeing the cross-sectional view o¢f connectors, make
sure with which side wup, the contacts should be
inserted into housing. Keeping correct direction for
‘placing contacts is very important. '

After insertion of a contact, pull back the crimped
wire lightly to see if the contact is securely locked

in position.

1.2 Insertion Work of Cavity Plug in Housing
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Cavity plug is wused for filling unloaded contact
cavities to prevent water from entering the cavity
holes. When to insert cavity plugs, be sure to insert
with the round-flanged end first as shown above.

After insertion of cavity plug, confirm that all the
lips entered and are sinking fully in the hole. Refer
to the sketch shown above

1.3 Assembly of Double Lock Plate:

A dcuble lock plate is used to assure firm locking of
connectors when mated, Insertion of double lock plate
makes a complate locking of connectors, in addition to
the conventional locking device of connectors.

Two types of double locking plates are available, i.e.
one is for use on plug housing, and the other is for
cap housing.

See figures below. They should be inserted properly,
with correct placing in cavities as shown., Carefully
insert them by hand. (Fig. 2)

For inserting locking plate for cap housing, an inser-
tion jig should be used to keep correct placing. -

To insert, £irst, put locking plate into housing
entry, and then, push it with the use of jig as shown.
