The NEVO also offers customers the potential to 
connect output modules in series or parallel resulting in output voltages of up to 240VDC and output currents of up to 100A at output 
powers of up to 600 watts. The flexibility of the NEVO power platform enables customers to configure solutions locally for almost 
any application. 

Output modules 1 to 4 also come with full range analogue remote control of both voltage and current as standard and now with 
the release of the new S-Track Interface, multiple outputs which have been connected in series of the same module type can be 
easily controlled using a single control voltage.  

Typically, the control of multiple outputs connected in series 
requires complicated circuitry to generate isolated control signals 
for each output module. Vox Power’s new S-Track Interface plugs 
directly into each output module and provides a single analogue 
control bus for up to 4 modules of the same type which are 
connected in series.          

A typical configuration is illustrated in the diagram opposite 
which shows four modules connected in series which are fully 
controllable through the S-Track Interface. However, two or three 
modules connected in series may also be controlled in the same 
manner. 

To control all modules connected in series the customer should 
connect the power and sense cables (connect S+/- if required) 
as shown in the example. Attach the signals connector (J5.x) to 
each module in the series chain. The shortest cable is connected 
to output module 1 which will be the reference module, next 
longest cable to module 2 and so on. When controlling less than 
4 modules leave the remaining signal cables unconnected and 
program the S-Track Interface switch as described in the table.
